1. On November 7, 2008, the Board received a petition in the above-captioned matter
enclosed in an envelope post-marked November 10, 2008. The Petition seeks review of
an Order that the Commissioner of Labor (Commissioner) issued against the Petitioner
on August 7, 2008; and

2. Labor Law § 101 provides that a petition for review must be filed with the Board no
later than sixty days after the issuance of the order to be reviewed. The sixtieth day after
the Orders here were issued was October 6, 2008. Therefore, the Petition, filed on
November 10, 2008, was untimely; and

3. By letter dated December 1, 2008, the Board advised the Petitioner "despite the
extenuating circumstances that you have explained in your letter, your petition is
untimely and we are unable to accept it."; and
